This year we started new constructions in a small village; we are building 3 new rooms, a 
kitchen and a dining room. With this new facilities we can stay for recollection, have a 
retreat or rest during  our regular pastoral visit.  



On Sunday, 9th of February, there was a special Eucharistic celebration in Laleia. The Por-
tuguese Friars who started the missionary work in 2003, transferred the responsibility of 
the Presence of the Capuchin Friars Minor of East Timor to the Province of Pontianak, 
Indonesia. This change does not mean that the Portuguese province will withdraw from 
this mission, they will continue to respond as best as they can to the endless needs. 

From the beginning, the Portuguese Friars worked intensely to evangelize and establish a 
presence of the Capuchin Order in Timor. In 2006, responding to the needs of the for-
mation programs, a new fraternity was created in Dili, transferred to a friary built in Tibar 
in 2009. The Friars of the Portuguese Province began forming valuable collaborations 
with other provinces: Baia-Sergipe, Pontianak, Australia and the Custody of Sibolga.
